The “feeder” is the electrical feed unit and

is used to supply power to a continuous row
or is also used when installing a single fixture.

“Joiner” fixtures connect in line after the feeder.
If installing in rows, we recommend placing the
power feed fixture at either end of the row for
easiest connection to joiner fixtures.

.PREPARE THE POWER FEEDS

Mount a 2” x 4” J-box HORIZONTALLY at each
power feed location. The J-box with power feed
should be mounted at fixture height so it will be
concealed when the fixture is installed. Refer

to BRACKET DIMENSIONS on back page for
more information.

If attaching to an existing vertical J-box,the J-box
cover will rotate 90° to cover the J-box, but will
be partially visible below the fixture.
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Use hardware appropriate for
surface to which you are mounting
(These screws not provided)
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Attach J-box cover to mounting
bracket with two 8 - 32 x 3/8”
hex head Phillips screws (included)

With J-box cover attached, level and
secure bracket to wall. Position so
that J-box cover completely encloses
the J-box and any mounting holes will
align with wall studs, if possible.
